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HISTORY

The Zoological Institute of the Russian Acad-
emy of Sciences, St.Petersburg, is the largest and
the oldest zoological institution in Russia. It was
founded as the Zoological Museum of the Impe-
rial Academy of Sciences in 1832; the museum
was renamed as institute in 1931.

Until 1896, zoologists working in the muse-
um published their papers in general periodicals
and serials of the Imperial Academy of Sciences
(“Bulletin”, “Mémoires”, “Zapiski”), proceed-
ings of various scientific societies, and domestic
and foreign journals. In 1896, by initiative of Di-
rector F.D. Pleske, the museum started to pub-
lish its “Ezhegodnik” (Annual). This was the first
serial published by a Russian academic institu-
tion. The serial started as annual, but its publica-
tion was interrupted in 1918-1922. Since 1932,
“Ezhegodnik” was replaced with “Trudy” (Pro-
ceedings), with a new numeration of volumes.
The “Trudy” were published irregularly, usually
several volumes in one year.

The main purpose of this paper is to clarify,
insofar it is possible, the dates of publication, as
several thousands of new taxa from all groups of
animals were described in the serials discussed
and precise dates of publication are sometimes
needed to solve the problem of priority. An addi-
tional aim is correlation between the volumes of
the “Trudy” and their particular titles, as only the
latter are sometimes cited in bibliographies.

SOURCES AND METHODS OF DATING

The following explanations concern the termi-
nology used in the text and the tables.

Imprinted date: date given in the work. Usual-
ly itis the year at the title page, but also the month

is indicated elsewhere in all issues of the “Ezhe-
godnik” and in first volumes of the “Trudy”.

Signed to press: date when the corrected last
version of proofs is ready and approved for print-
ing the edition. The printing starts after this date,
sometimes with a long delay, so that the actual
date of publication is from about two weeks to
several months (exceptionally, a year or more)
later than the date when the issue is signed to
press.

Receipt of edition: date when the edition of the
“Trudy” was received either by the Library of the
Academy (marked B in Table 3) or by the pub-
lishing group of the Zoological Institute (mark-
ed Z). In the Academic Library, this date was
stamped (not in all cases) on the back covers of
books. For volumes published by the Zoological
Institute directly (not via publishing houses), re-
ceipt of the edition from the typography was reg-
istered by T.A. Asanovich and (in 1966) by
A.A. Strelkov; their notes were used in prepara-
tion of this paper.

Record in current bibliographies: date from
current book-recording Russian bibliographies,
“Knizhnaya letopis’” (marked L in Table 3) and
“Knizhnoe obozrenie” (marked O in Table 3).
“Knizhnaya letopis’” (Book chronicle), issued
since 1907, is a magazine informing on all books
and brochures published in the country and re-
ceived as compulsory copies. “Knizhnoe obozre-
nie” (Book review) is a newspaper published
since 5 May 1966; among other contents, it in-
cludes lists of books published in 1000 or more
copies, of which advance copies (“signal’nyi
ekzemplyar”) are received by editors of the news-
paper (such copies were sent by the Publishing
House “Nauka” just before the binding of the
edition). Both bibliographies are published week-
ly or almost so. Volumes of the “Trudy” are reg-
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istered under their particular titles. Dates from
the “Knizhnaya letopis’ are either the indicated
last day for which the received books were in-
cluded in the issue or (since 1971) the day when
the issue was given to type-setting. No effort was
made to examine all issues of “Knizhnaya
letopis’”.

Registration in the Library of the Zoological
Institute. Volumes of the “Trudy” issued by the
Publishing House of the USSR Academy of Sci-
ences (since 1964, Publishing House “Nauka”)
were first received by the Library of the Acade-
my of Sciences and then ordered from there by
the Library of the Zoological Institute. Volumes
published directly by the Zoological Institute
were received by the Institute Library from the
authors or editors, frequently with a long delay.
The preliminary registration (date of receipt of
copies) was made in handwritten notes by the li-
brary head (L.P. Grozdilova; for 1983-1984 by
S.N. Buzina). The final registration was made by
the library staff in the card catalogue of the li-
brary, usually with some delay.

The following provisions apply to the date of
publication for nomenclature purposes (Interna-
tional Code of Zoological Nomenclature, Art.
21). The imprinted date is deemed to be the cor-
rect date of publication in the absence of evi-
dence to the contrary (such evidence exists, for
instance, for “Ezhegodnik” vol. 29). If the date
is incomplete, the last day of the stated month or
year is deemed to be the date of publication. If
the imprinted date is incorrect, the earliest day
on which the work is demonstrated to be in ex-
istence as a published work is to be adopted.
Dates in the Julian calendar must be re-calculat-
ed to those in the Gregorian calendar.

The dates of receipt of the edition or of record
in “Knizhnoe obozrenie” are the actual dates of
publication. The dates of signature to press are
earlier, and those of the registration in the Li-
brary of Zoological Institute or record in “Knizh-
naya letopis’”, usually more or less later than the
actual date of publication.

“EZHEGODNIK”
General

The volumes of “Ezhegodnik” were published
in 4 issues (“livraisons”), but some issues were
double and some volumes were not subdivided
into issues. The text was subdivided into 3 parts:
“Compte-rendu du Musée Zoologique” (“Infor-
mations sur 1’activité du Musée Zoologique”)
with pagination in Arabic numerals (starting with
vol. 13, zero was added before the actual page
number), “Mémoires” again with pagination in

Arabic numerals, and “Nouvelles and faits
divers” (later, “Itinéraires; nouvelles and faits
divers”) with pagination in Roman numerals,
each part with continuous pagination. In volumes
23-32, the text has not been subdivided into parts,
except for indexes.

Oshanin (1911) published a bibliographic re-
view of the first 15 volumes of “Ezhegodnik”
with information about editors of the volumes,
collation and dates of publication of volumes and
issues, list of papers, and systematic indexes of
papers and keys.

The subdivision of the volumes into “livrai-
sons”, their pagination and dates are given in
Table 1.

Changes of the title

The title of the serial (and its translation into
French) has been changed as follows:

Vol. 1 to vol. 21, no. 1: “Ezhegodnik Zoolo-
gicheskago muzeya Imperatorskoi akademii
nauk” (“Annuaire du Musée Zoologique de
I’Académie Impériale des Sciences de St.-
Pétersbourg”; starting with vol. 19, no. 2, “...de
Petrograd”).

Vol. 21, no. 2-3 and vol. 22, nos 1-3: “Ezhe-
godnik Zoologicheskago muzeya Akademii
nauk” (“Annuaire du Musée Zoologique de
I’ Académie des Sciences”).

Vol. 22, no. 4 to vol. 24: “Ezhegodnik Zoolog-
icheskogo muzeya Rossiiskoi akademii nauk”
(“Annuaire du Musée Zoologique de I’ Académie
des Sciences de Russie”).

Vol. 25 to vol. 32: “Ezhegodnik Zoologi-
cheskogo muzeya Akademii nauk Soyuza Sovet-
skikh Sotsialisticheskikh Respublik” (“Annuaire
du Musée Zoologique de I’ Académie des Scienc-
es de I’Union des Républiques Sovietiques So-
cialistes”; in vol. 32, “... de ’'URSS”).

The name of the city in which the serial was
published has undergone the following changes:

Vol. 1 to vol. 19, no. 1 — St.Petersburg;

Vol. 19, no. 2 to vol. 24 — Petrograd,

Vol. 25 to vol. 32 — Leningrad.

Dates of publication

In each issue, on the verso side of the title page,
or after the contents, or in both instances a print-
ed statement in Russian was given: “Printed by
order of the Academy of Sciences. [Month, year].
Permanent secretary [Name]”. In case of discrep-
ancies, the latest of the imprinted dates is given
in Table 1. The month before 1918 corresponds
to that in Old (Julian) calendar; to calculate the
date in New (Gregorian) calendar, 12 days should
be added to the date before 1900 and 13 days, to
the date in 1900-1917.
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Separates

Separates were made of all papers. Those pub-
lished up to 1918 inclusive contained at the end
or at the cover information on the volume of
“Ezhegodnik” and the date of publication of the
separate (month and year). These dates are not
always identical to the imprinted dates of respec-
tive issues of “Ezhegodnik”, and in many cases
they are earlier by one or several months. For
instance, separates of two papers by V.L. Bianchi
from vol. 1, no 1 (July 1896) are dated “April
1896 and “June 1896 and that from vol. 3, no.
3-4 (March 1899) is dated “February 1899”. No
effort has been made by us to clarify the dates of
separates, but zoologists interested in exact dates
of publication should examine them in critical
cases.

SUPPLEMENTS TO THE “EZHEGODNIK”

Supplements (“Prilozhenie k Ezhegodniku ...”)
were published to vols 11-15 and 32. They com-
prise Oshanin’s catalogue of the Palaearctic
Hemiptera, his bibliographic index to vols 1-15
of “Ezhegodnik”, and Kharitonov’s catalogue of
Russian spiders. For further information, see Ta-
ble 2.

“TRUDY”
General

Volumes 1, 2 and 4-9 each were published in
issues, the actual number of which varied from
two to four. Pagination is continuous in volumes
1-5, 8, and 9, but separate in each issue of vol-
umes 6 and 7. Starting with volume 10, volumes
are not subdivided into issues (except for vol-
umes 260 and 262, both in two parts with sepa-
rate pagination). Except for volumes 1-4 and 6,
each volume and each issue in volumes subdi-
vided into issues has a particular title. Most vol-
umes are collected papers (“sborniki’’), but some
are monographs. Initially, the serial was published
by the Publishing House of the USSR Academy
of Sciences, since 1964 renamed in Publishing
House “Nauka”. In 1970’s academic institutes
received a permission to act as publishers, and

most volumes were published by the Zoological
Institute in this way using various typographies.
Single volumes were published by other publish-
ers (Gidrometeoizdat, Pensoft, KMK).

Changes of the title

The Russian title has been changed as follows:

Vols 1-45: Trudy Zoologicheskogo instituta
Akademii nauk Soyuza Sovetskikh Sotsialis-
ticheskikh Respublik;

Vols 46-178, 180-184, 186-192, 194-215, 217-
243: Trudy Zoologicheskogo instituta Akademii
nauk SSSR;

Vols 179, 185, 193, 216, 244-308: Trudy Zoo-
logicheskogo instituta Rossiiskoi akademii nauk.

In vol. 1 to vol. 7, nos 1 and 2, and in vol. §,
no. 1, the French subtitle was used (“Travaux de
I’Institut Zoologique de 1’Académie des Scien-
ces de I’'URSS”). Between 1948 and 1975, no
subtitle in foreign language was included. Start-
ing with vol. 60, the English subtitle (“Proceed-
ings of the Zoological Institute, Academy of
Sciences of the USSR”; later, “Proceedings of
the Zoological Institute, Russian Academy of Sci-
ences”) received increasing use and is currently
included in each volume.

Particular titles of volumes

A list of these titles is given as a supplement in
the following order: volume (issue) number, Rus-
sian title (if present), title in foreign language [in
brackets]. The latter is marked with an asterisk if
copied from the volume (misprints are correct-
ed, but not bad translations or discrepancies be-
tween the Russian and English titles). When the
title in foreign language is absent, the Russian
title is translated into English by the authors of
this paper.
